34/25 OPEN FORUM
1 member of the public was present.

George Prior-Palmer came to support his planning application for Linden House in Upper Chute. He has applied to improve the insulation, install exterior cladding to help eradicate the damp, replace the UPVC windows with larger hard wood sash windows, remove the redundant chimney, add new porches and install an air source heat pump.

Highways (TH)

King George Playing Field (CW/TH)
Cllr Wall reported that Southern Groundworks have scarified the playing field and will be back to continue removing the moss and weeds.

Village Hall (CW)
Cllr Wall reported that the village hall needs some external redecoration. 

Allotments (MT)
Following an article in the Chute Chronicle there are still 2 adjoining plots (8/9) to let. It was suggested that these two plots could be merged into one. A further advert will be put in the magazine again this month.
